Monday, December 15, 2008

Council Chambers

The Dallas City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 15, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Fairchild presiding. 

ROLL CALL
Council members present were:  Councilor Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, and Councilor Dave Voves.  Members excused:  Councilor Jackie Lawson, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Council President Ken Woods, Jr.
Also present were:  City Manager Jerry Wyatt, City Attorney Lane Shetterly, Assistant City Manager Kim Marr, Interim Police Chief Tom Simpson, Fire Chief Bill Hahn, and Recording Secretary Emily Gagner.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG

Mayor Fairchild led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mayor Fairchild declared the minutes of the December 1, 2008, Council meeting approved as presented.  

REPORTS OR COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS

Councilor Shein commended the Police and Fire Departments and all the people who contributed to catching the arsonist.    

Councilor Scroggin commended the Public Works Department for the condition of the roads after the snow storm.  He stated that with the equipment and staff we have, they do a yeoman’s job.  Mr. Wyatt explained that they started working Sunday afternoon applying deicer, then went back out at midnight, and ran regular shifts starting at 4 a.m. and running throughout the day.

MAYOR’S MONTHLY REPORT FOR NOVEMBER

 There were no questions regarding the Mayor’s monthly report for November.   

QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE

There were no questions or comments from the audience.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES AND CITY OFFICER

ALLIED WASTE REPORT

Mr. Chuck Lerwick of Allied Waste handed out information regarding the figures for commingled recycling and yard debris.  The total curbside pickup totals so far for 2008 are 12,342 tons, which is almost double the 2007 figures and that only includes four months of the new program.  Mr. Lerwick reported that when they had the recycling baskets, about 60% of them were put out at the curb and that total with the new comingled bins is now 90%, which is just incredible.  The yard debris totals for September of this year were 171 tons.  He stated DEQ should be very pleased with these numbers.                                              

Mr. Lerwick reported that the prices they get for recycled materials has dropped dramatically.  They are told the prices are near the bottom of the market, so they can’t go much lower, but the prices are very low. 

Councilor Marshall asked how many customers downsized their garbage cans with the new recycling and yard debris programs.  Mr. Lerwick stated a lot more downsized than they thought, and revenues are showing it.

Councilor Dalton asked if the collected yard debris is composted.   Mr. Lerwick confirmed that it is.  He noted that many wineries are now using the compost.

2010 CENSUS PARTNER PROCLAMATION

Mr. Wyatt pointed out the 2010 Census Partner Proclamation in the packet and stated he and the Mayor will sign it if there are no objections.  
PUBLIC WORKS/BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE MEETING

Mr. Wyatt indicated these committee meetings are typically cancelled, and he has no agenda items for either committee meeting at this time.  The consensus was to cancel the December 22 committee meetings.

REPORT ON THE DECEMBER 9, 2008, PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

Mr. Wyatt reviewed the agenda from the December 9 Planning Commission meeting.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS FOR THE MONTH OF NOVEMBER

Councilor Dalton asked if building activity is bouncing back at all.  Mr. Wyatt stated this year is comparable to the building levels of 2002 or 2003.  He noted the totals could increase with several projects that are in the works right now.  

Councilor Shein asked about the status of the Blue Garden.  MR. Wyatt replied that the roof is on and we are waiting for a final inspection that needs to be completed.  He has talked to the owner regarding a schedule to clean out the inside and what the plan is for maintenance of the building.  Councilor Shein asked what is needed to nullify the dangerous building resolution.  Mr. Wyatt explained he will bring information to the next meeting if the requirements have been satisfied, or will provide a punch list of items that still need to be completed.

Councilor Dalton asked how leaf pickup went.  Mr. Wyatt stated it went well, noting there were less leaves to pickup this year due to the yard debris bins. 

OTHER 

Mr. Wyatt stated that in regards to the wild turkey issue, he has been in contact with Nancy Taylor of Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife and the City will receive a haze permit to legally harass the turkeys.  Ms. Taylor has stressed the turkey issue is a Willamette Valley issue, not just a Dallas issue.  She will be providing the City informational flyers for residents.  

COMMUNICATIONS AND PETITIONS

RESOLUTIONS

FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE

Ordinance No. 1696: An Ordinance amending provisions of the Dallas City Code, “Parking Regulations;” creating new provisions; and repealing conflicting provisions.

City Attorney Shetterly pointed out a sheet showing where changes were made to the original Ordinance, shifting responsibility from the Council to the City Manager with an appeal process to the Council.

Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance 1696 to have passed its first reading.

SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE

Ordinance No. 1695: An Ordinance establishing criminal background check policies concerning applicants for employment, appointed volunteers and others; and declaring an emergency.

Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance No. 1695 to have passed its second reading.  A roll call vote was taken and Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance No. 1695 to have PASSED BY A UNANIMOUS VOTE with Councilor Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, and Councilor Dave Voves voting YES.
OTHER BUSINESS

Mayor Fairchild asked the Councilors to please get any changes they have to the City Manager’s evaluation form to him soon so he can put them together and get the information to the Council at one of the meetings in January.  He noted there would be some clarification language in there to clear up who is doing what in the evaluation process.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:34 p.m.
