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DALLAS CITY COUNCIL

Monday, October 5, 2009

Council Chambers

The Dallas City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 5, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Jim Fairchild presiding. 

ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG

Mayor Fairchild led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mayor Fairchild declared the minutes of the September 21, 2009, Council meeting approved as presented.  

QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE

Mayor Fairchild asked for comments or questions from the audience on items other than those on the agenda.  

Wayne Crowder, Program Director for Serving our Veterans at Home (SOVAH), thanked the Council for their help on the recent Veteran Stand Down in the Dallas City Park.  He indicated the Stand Down was very successful, with 68 veterans signing in and many more attending.  He reported there were eighteen resources present representing federal, state, county, and local organizations.  Mr. Crowder reported that SOVAH will qualify for a grant to pay for the expenses of next year’s Stand Down.  Mr. Crowder asked the Council to consider posting signs at the entrances to town saying Dallas supports our Veterans. 

William Petrovic discussed the traffic issues on West Ellendale near the new Jasper Crossing entrance.  He asked the Council to consider putting in a crosswalk and button light across West Ellendale just to get traffic to stop.  He reported that the mail boxes for the residents on the south side of West Ellendale are on the north side of the street, so they have to cross the road to get their mail.  Mayor Fairchild acknowledged the City is aware of traffic issues at Jasper and West Ellendale.    

Mr. Petrovic indicated he would like to start a service lodge of the Loyal Order of Moose, and stated he would need to use the community building to get it started.  Mayor Fairchild explained Mr. Petrovic should work with the City Manager about using the Civic Center.       

Chelsea Pope, Executive Director of the Dallas Area Chamber of Commerce and Visitor’s Center, reviewed a letter she distributed to the Council asking for permission to work with City staff and the police to ensure safety for their two Halloween events.  There was consensus to allow Ms. Pope to work with the City Manager.    

PUBLIC HEARINGS

REPORTS OR COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS
Mayor Fairchild indicated many of the Councilors went to the League of Oregon Cities (LOC) conference in Portland, and it was a very good conference with good ideas.  He encouraged the Councilors to get with the staff if they had any information from the conference that would be helpful.  

Councilor Wilson encouraged the Councilors to look at the Civic Center, which was updated through staff volunteers.  She indicated it was very attractive and a more efficient use of the space.
Councilor Woods echoed the Mayor’s comments on the LOC conference, noting it was the best in a long time.  

Councilor Lamb reported on the Rickreall Watershed Council meeting and discussed several projects that were completed or underway. 

Councilor Voves described a great city as a triangle with a school side, a business side, and a city government side.  He indicated Dallas’s school side needs to be beefed up and reported the school district has a bond coming up that would be for repairs only and will extend the current tax rate for 7 years.  He noted the bond would not increase the current tax rate.  Councilor Lamb stated that as Council people, they were elected to be the voice for the city and he noted this was an opportunity to do just that.  Councilor Shein indicated the bond was very specific and reasonable in scope and takes advantage of a one-time $1.3 million windfall in the interest free bonds provided by federal stimulus money.  Councilor Scroggin asked if the City could pass a proclamation in support of the school bond.  Mr. Shetterly indicated they could pass a resolution.  

Councilor Scroggin moved to direct staff to prepare a resolution in support of the proposed school bond.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Shein and CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY with Council President Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, Councilor Dave Voves, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr. voting YES.   

REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES AND CITY OFFICERS

BUDGET COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS

Mr. Wyatt explained the Budget Committee currently has three vacancies and the City received committee interest forms from three individuals.  Mr. Wyatt indicated staff had met with those three and recommend appointing Sam Collins, Tom Martin, and Bob Ottaway to the Budget Committee, noting all three have a background in business.  

Council President Dalton made a motion to appoint Sam Collins, Tom Martin, and Bob Ottaway to the Budget Committee.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Shein and CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY with Council President Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, Councilor Dave Voves, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr. voting YES.             

OTHER 

Mr. Wyatt indicated the City received a certificate thanking us for being an official partner of Oregon 150.  

Mr. Wyatt reported that the City received a Silver Medal Award for Wellness Promotion at the LOC Conference because 91% of the employees signed up for healthy benefits this year.  Councilor Woods stated this helps workers stay healthy, which helps keep Workers’ Compensation Insurance rates low.

Mr. Wyatt reported that in October the Dallas Aquatic Center is offering five free passes to anyone interested.

Mr. Wyatt reminded the Council about the Development Code Workshop that is scheduled on October 27 at 5:30 p.m., noting dinner would be provided.

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution No. 3193: A Resolution establishing the designation of certain parking stalls on SE Court Street between Main Street and SE Jefferson Street.

A roll call vote was taken and Mayor Fairchild declared Resolution No. 3193 to have PASSED BY A UNANIMOUS VOTE with Council President Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, Councilor Dave Voves, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr. voting YES.

FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE

Ordinance No. 1708: An Ordinance declaring 49 acres, more or less, of territory located east of Kings Valley Highway and south of the city limits of the City of Dallas annexed to the City of Dallas and withdrawn from Southwestern Polk County Rural Fire Protection District.

Mayor Fairchild noted the Council held a public hearing at their last meeting on the annexation.    

Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance No. 1708 to have passed its first reading.

SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE

Ordinance No. 1707: An Ordinance amending Dallas City Code Section 6.305, relating to parking; and repealing conflicting provisions.

Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance No. 1707 to have passed its second reading.  A roll call vote was taken and Mayor Fairchild declared Ordinance Number 1707 to have PASSED BY A UNANIMOUS VOTE with Council President Brian Dalton, Councilor Warren Lamb, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor Wes Scroggin, Councilor David Shein, Councilor Dave Voves, Councilor LaVonne Wilson and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr. voting YES.
