The Dallas City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 7, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Jim Fairchild presiding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mayor Fairchild declared the minutes of the November 16, 2009, Council meeting approved as presented.  
QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE

Mayor Fairchild asked for comments or questions from the audience regarding street fees.  The first speaker was Steve Mannenbach, residing at 15380 W. Ellendale Rd.  Mr. Mannenbach spoke regarding his commercial building at 133 SW Academy Street.  Mr. Mannenbach stated he is against raising fees by resolution.  Mr. Mannenbach also commented on the provision about the issuance of a building permit triggering the street maintenance fee.  Mr. Mannenbach also spoke about the fees on vacant buildings. 
The next speaker was Henry Hammond residing at 1143 SW Birch Street.  Mr. Hammond addressed the council regarding the fees being based on the water bill and was concerned that dwellings on wells would not be paying.  Mayor Fairchild responded with the information that no one in the City of Dallas are on wells.  Mr. Hammond also voiced his concern about the school district as one entity paying only one (1) fee.  Mr. Hammond was advised by City Attorney, Lane Shetterly that the fee is based on each building. 
Mayor Fairchild called for other speakers to address the council.   There were none.

REPORTS OR COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS

Councilor Woods reported on the Administrative Committee meeting that was held on Monday, November 23, 2009.  The Committee discussed park hours and smoking policy for the park, an ordinance to rename the Dallas Development Commission, the Public Access Channel, timeline for new software and the Aquatic Center. The last item was regarding a young man’s plan for placing yellow ribbons along Main Street in honor of the 162nd Engineering Company.  Councilor Woods made a motion for Zachary to begin this project.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Lamb and CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.                                                                                   
Zachary Odegard and Sierra McBeth presented their plan for placing yellow ribbons on Main Street.   Councilor Wilson and Councilor Lamb commended these 2 young people for their commitment and dedication and leadership through 4-H.

Councilor Lamb sat as Chair for Councilor Wilson on the Public Safety Committee. Chief Teague advised crime reports are available on line now.  Enforcement grants and cross walks and 2 full time detectives for the Police Department discussed.   Mr. Lamb reported on the importance of the Fire Departments volunteers.  
City Manager Jerry Wyatt reported on the Street Maintenance Fee Ordinance.  City Attorney Lane Shetterly discussed the draft of the Street Fee Ordinance with the City Council Members.
Mr. Wyatt stated the City has received the population estimate from Portland State which is 15,445.
