(1) At the first regular meeting of the council in January of each year, or as soon thereafter
as convenient, the Mayor shall appoint the following standing committees of the council:

If a vacancy occurs in a
committee, the mayor, at the next succeeding regular meeting of the council, shall appoint a
member of the council to fill the vacancy. A member so appointed shall hold office until the first
regular meeting of the council in January of the year following the appointment and until a
successor is duly appointed.

(3) At the regular meeting of the council following a committee meeting, the committees
shall make a report of their activities.

(4) The proceedings of the committees shall be conducted as provided by Roberts Rules of
Order.

(5) A majority of a quorum of a committee is sufficient to conduct committee business.

The Dallas City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 3, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the
Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Brian Dalton presiding.

ROLL CALL AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Council members present: Council President Wes Scroggin, Councilor Jim Brown, Councilor Jim
Fairchild, Councilor Beth Jones, Councilor Jackie Lawson, Councilor Kevin Marshall, Councilor
Murray Stewart, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr.

Also present were: Interim City Manager Jon Nelson, City Attorney Lane Shetterly, Chief of
Police John Teague, Fire Chief Bill Hahn, Engineering Director Fred Braun, Finance Director
Cecilia Ward, City Recorder Emily Gagner, and Recording Secretary Jeremy Teal.

Mayor Dalton introduced the new Confidential/Administrative Assistant, Jeremy Teal.
Mayor Dalton led the Pledge of Allegiance.

COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE
Mayor Dalton asked the audience members to limit their speeches to five minutes.

Chelsea Pope, Executive Director of the Dallas Area Chamber of Commerce and Visitor’s Center,
119 SW Court St, Dallas, Oregon, reported Winterfest was a very wet success with the
community coming out to support the event. She noted they had many businesses and more
vendors than ever supporting the event, noting around 750 people attended in the three hour
period. She thanked everyone for their support.

Ms. Pope stated on December 12, 2012, the Chamber would host a “Chamber 101” seminar to
help current members who needed to reengage with their membership and encourage new
members to become part of the Chamber.

Ms. Pope indicated that on December 17, 2012, the Chamber luncheon would celebrate Dallas’
local non-profits, adding it was important to let people know what the local non-profits did for the
community.

John Stein, 334 NE Holiday Ave, Dallas, Oregon, read a statement regarding the Jerry Wyatt
case, a copy of which is attached to these minutes and incorporated herein.

Mike Davis, 14450 Webb Lane, Dallas, Oregon, stated he wanted to renew his request for the
Council to take action in the City of Dallas vs. Jerry Wyatt case that was in the legal system. Mr.
Davis considered the Council could take action and asked the Council to push for settlement in
the case. He noted he didn’t have all the facts in the matter, but wanted the Council to consider
that they might not have all the information. He commented that the community had already
experienced a lot of pain. He suggested the Council was hurt and disappointed, feeling betrayed,
and feeling a lot of negative emotions. He noted the Council had to go through a lot of extra time,
work, and meetings. Mr. Davis advised the previous City Manager was a broken man who was
filled with regret, noting his future and that of his family, was changed forever. Mr. Davis asked
the Council to do everything that they could to push for a settlement. He stated a trial was just
going to create more collateral damage that would have a negative impact on people’s lives.

PUBLIC HEARING
There were no public hearings.

CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Dalton stated Councilor Wilson wished to remove items ¢ and d from the consent agenda.

It was moved by Council President Scroggin to approve the Consent Agenda as presented with
items ¢ and d removed. The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

Councilor Wilson pointed out that one sentence had been added to the Fraud and Financial
Irregularity Policy on page 51 of the packet. She stated that the City Council would be informed
of suspected fraudulent acts or financial irregularities at the appropriate time.

Councilor Wilson noted the Economic Development Trust Funding Policy would be voted on
later in the agenda and recommendations were made at the October 10, 2012, workshop.

Councilor Wilson noted that the Municipal Court Judge appointment would be discussed at an
Executive Session to review his performance and make a decision. She indicated the Council had
two options, either extend Judge Feitelson’s agreement, or issue requests for proposals for
municipal judge services.

Councilor Wilson stated that the Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) 30% Discretionary Fund was
discussed and a policy was being drafted that would be brought to the Council when it was
completed.

Councilor Wilson reported that the Chamber submitted an intent letter for the Carnegie Building
to the Building and Grounds Committee. At this time the letter would be retained for the record.

Councilor Brown noted that 70% of the TOT was set aside for the Chamber and 30% was for
tourism. Mr. Shetterly clarified that 70% was for the Visitor’s Center for tourism-related
activities. Councilor Brown stated the Council should decide how to spend the 30%. He noted that
he hadn’t seen any record of the Council spending that money and asked to see past spending on
the 30%. Councilor Wilson explained that would be brought by the staff when the policy was
complete. Councilor Brown noted that he tried to find out information about how other cities
spent their money, but he hadn’t had much luck. Mr. Shetterly stated that several cities used their
30% toward the general fund. Councilor Brown stated that putting that in a general fund was not a
good idea. He indicated he would like to see the money used to promote tourism. Councilor
Wilson commented that when the policy was finalized a lot of the questions would be addressed.

Councilor Wilson noted that the rental policy for the Civic Center was brought to the Building
and Grounds Committee and a policy was being drafted and would be brought before the Council
upon completion.

It was moved by Councilor Stewart to approve the Administrative Committee and Building &
Grounds Committee reports. The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

REPORTS OR COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL

Councilor Jones, Councilor Wilson, and Councilor Lawson all thanked Ms. Pope and the
Chamber for a wonderful Winterfest. Councilor Lawson thanked the Pope family for all their
effort.

Councilor Fairchild announced that on January 3, 2013, the Council of Governments (COG)
would be having an awards banquet to honor the governments and government agencies that were
a part of COG. He indicated he attended a National League of Cities conference in Boston and
reported on their goals and activities. Councilor Fairchild stated he also attended an Eating
Healthier conference and noted that out of the 36 counties in Oregon, Polk County was at the
bottom for obesity with the most. In addition, he attended a mobile workshop that focused on
ways to get kids back into schools and help them finish their education.

Councilor Lawson stated she attended the Park and Recreation Board meeting and reminded the
Council that the end of the six month trial period that bikers and skaters could share the skate park
was at an end. She noted that there had been a large amount of trash at the park, and the Park staff
and the Aquatic Center staff had to pick it up.

McKenzie Darr, Student Body Liaison, thanked the Chamber for the opportunity for the high
school to help with Winterfest. Ms. Darr congratulated the girls’ volleyball team and the wrestling
team on winning their first meets.

Mr. Nelson stated that currently there was a Public Safety and Public Works Committee meeting

scheduled for December 24, 2012. He indicated there were no pressing issues to be dealt with and
the staff recommended canceling the meeting.

It was moved by Councilor Marshall to cancel the December 24 Public Safety and Public Works
Committee meetings. The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

FY2011-12 AUDIT REVIEW

Mr. Nelson stated there were two ways for the Council to review the FY2011-12 audit. He
explained the first option was to have the full Council serve as the audit committee during a
Council meeting. Mr. Nelson noted the Council could also choose to have the Administrative
Committee act as the Audit Committee in a special meeting and forward their findings to the full
Council for a brief review.

In response to a question, Councilor Wilson indicated the auditor presentations to the Council
were typically about 15 to 20 minutes long.

Councilor Fairchild commented that the Council should be the Audit Committee. He advised it
was important for the public to hear the audit report. Councilor Woods suggested that if an Audit
Committee was formed, the heads of each committee be part of it to get input from every area.
Councilor Woods agreed with Councilor Fairchild’s suggestion to bring the audit in front of the
full Council. Councilor Brown commented that if new processes or procedures were
recommended through the audit report, those would be the responsibility of the Administrative
Committee to ensure they were implemented. Council President Scroggin stated he was intrigued
by the Audit Committee idea because for years he wanted to get the Budget Committee more
involved in the process. He recommended involving representatives from that committee in the
audit review. Councilor Fairchild agreed with Council President Scroggin because it involved the
community.

It was the consensus of the Council to have the full City Council act as the Audit Committee.
RESOLUTIONS
Resolution No. 3255 — A resolution authorizing the transfer of budgetary funds.

Ms. Ward noted that “appropriation” was the authorization to spend a certain amount of money
for a specific purpose in a fiscal year. She reported the City received funds from ODOT for the
City’s overlay projects and this resolution would allow transferring funds from the Grant Fund to
the Street Fund. She explained the City received $18,000 from the federal government, $33,000
from the state, and $6,525 from FEMA for a total of $57,525 transferring into the Street Fund for
overlay projects. This allowed expenditures of $49,775 for overlay projects and $7,750 for storm
damage to Brandvold.

Councilor Lawson asked if the City was limited to Main and Jefferson Streets on the CDBG grant
for Street Miscellaneous, or if that miscellaneous grant was why Brandvold was getting repaired
from storm damage. Councilor Lawson was concerned that the dollar amount for the FEMA grant
was less than the storm damage repair to Brandvold. Mr. Braun stated that the money the City
received could be used on any City street, adding the only regulation was that the $33,000 had to
be used on a state highway, and it was. Mr. Braun stated that the extra $18,000 the City received
was where the money to cover the cost of Brandvold being repaired would come from.

A roll call vote was taken and Mayor Dalton declared Resolution No. 3255 to have PASSED BY
A UNANIMOUS VOTE with Council President Wes Scroggin, Councilor Jim Brown, Councilor
Jim Fairchild, Councilor Beth Jones, Councilor Jackie Lawson, Councilor Kevin Marshall,
Councilor Murray Stewart, Councilor LaVonne Wilson, and Councilor Ken Woods, Jr. voting
YES.

Councilor Lawson stated that the policy was very thorough.

Resolution No. 3257 — A resolution adopting an Economic Development Trust Funding Policy.

Mr. Nelson noted that the Council had approved a Dallas Vision 2030 initiative, as well as
creating some marketing to be used for the recruitment of businesses. He explained next October
there would be an additional $25-$30,000 in the account that would go through the same process.
Councilor Lawson shared that a lot of work had gone into this through the Economic
Development Commission and there was strong support for it. She noted that this resolution
would expedite growth and development.

A roll call vote was taken and Mayor Dalton declared Resolution No. 3257 to have PASSED BY
A UNANIMOUS VOTE with Council President Wes Scroggin, Councilor Jim Brown, Councilor

It was moved by Councilor Marshall to extend the Municipal Judge Agreement with Ira Feitelson
from January 1, 2013, through December 31, 2014, at $1880 per month with a provision that if
court volume changed significantly, the agreement would be reviewed.

Mayor Dalton stated that there was a workshop on December 12 and a Council meeting on
December 17.

17, 2012, City Council meeting. The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

Mr. Nelson stated that he would like to end his regular employment with the City on December
23, but because the City still needed a City Manager until Jan 2, he would work on a part-time
basis from December 24 through January 1.

In response to a question, Mr. Nelson stated that he would leave notes regarding each department
to bring the new City Manager up to date and be available for whatever questions he might have.

It was moved by Council President Scroggin to adopt an amendment to the Interim City Manager
Jon Nelson’s employment agreement as proposed. The motion was duly seconded and carried
unanimously.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:19 p.m.

To prevent rambling and hopefully more clearly articulate my points | will read my comments.
Please feel free to interject if you have a question or comment at any time during the
presentation. | would much rather have a discussion with you than this one way
communication.

A brief background:
» Lived in Dallas for over 50 years
¢ Graduated from DHS as part of the greatest athletic classes to attend that institution
¢ Have been both a volunteer and employee of Dallas

| come here tonight as a concerned citizen that seeks the very best for the very community | live
in. My concern involves the former City Manager Jerry Wyatt and the City of Dallas. It is not
about Jerry and his guilt or innocence but is focused on the process that has gotten us to this
point and what may occur in the coming weeks.

Prior to tonight 'had shared these concerns in a meeting with Mayor Dalton. At the request of
the Mayor, Jason Locke was in attendance as well. During the meeting Mayor Dalton expressed
to me that it has not been the wishes of the Council to discuss the events involving the City
Manager and his subsequent resignation. This seemed a strange position for elected officials in
charge of guiding and directing the future of our community to take. The potential ramifications
of a public trial and all that it would entail would seem to me as an area the Council would want
to be informed about as well as have input into. The conversation with Mayor Dalton left me
wondering if the issue of a trial versus a fair and just settlement for both parties involved has
ever been contemplated.

I ask you tonight to please seriously consider the potential impact of a trial process on the city,
its” employees and the citizens you serve. | would like to share a few of those with you tonight.

1. The testimony and examination of witnesses could become an extremely hurtful and
divisive experience. Without going into details and naming individuals that would be
called to testify | ask you to consider how they will be examined. There will be obvious
issues with who knew what and why they did not intervene. After all this alleged
occurrence was over a fairly lengthy period. The investigation itself and those involved
will be severely scrutinized as well. Why would you want to put your employees in this
position? There is a big difference between being interviewed and actually testifying.

2. Secondly it would be interesting to note how much contact you have received from
citizens concerned about the punishment to be levied. | strongly believe that a very




small percentage of this community cares about it. There seems to be a few internal
individuals that want maximum punishment to be applied. Time has certainly
minimized the involvement or concerns of the citizens of this community. Why would
you want to reopen this wound? It seems to be a perfect time to negotiate a
settlement.

3. Have you considered the attention that a trial of this type would bring to our
community? The Mayor expressed to me that he has been interviewed 17 times since
this all began. It would seem to me that the negative publicity that a public trial would
generate would be a major factor in once again dividing a community that has all but
forgotten what has transpired. I would certainly hope that the increased attention that
the media would bring is not a motivating factor for some rather than a fair and quiet
settlement.

4. Lastly, please consider the extreme financial loss the city would face if a verdict was not
rendered in its’ favor. No one ever plans on losing a case but any misstep throughout
the process could open the city to the costs associated with the damages that the
defendant could levy.

The bottom line is this. In my discussions with the Mayor he repeatedly stated there was
nothing he could do and that it was out of his hands. By the Councils apparent inaction up until
now it would appear that you have adopted a similar view. | don’t know if this is the case or
not, but what a tragedy it would be if you didn’t make the effort to find out. Is it possible that
myself or others in this room know more about this case than you do? Are you aware of who is
currently representing you and what they have offered? Have you as a body discussed what
you believe would be a fair and just settlement and presented it to your legal counsel?

Please consider the impact that a trial versus a fair settlement would have on the city, its’
employees and our citizens. Please take what little time is left to inform yourselves and
become engaged for the sake of the city. Thank you.

BACKGROUND:

CH2M Hill/OMI (CH2M) has been providing the City with Operation and Maintenance Services
at the Waste Water Treatment Plant since July 2008, and for the Water Distribution System since
January 2011.

CH2M operates and maintains the City’s wastewater treatment plant (WWTP), which is located
on Bowersville Road. The City’s WWTP process includes preliminary treatment, secondary
treatment (oxidation ditch), secondary clarification, and U.V. disinfection. Rickreall Creek is the
permitted receiving stream. The contract includes all O&M costs except for major capital items.
In addition to state of the art technical expertise, the company has provided the City with
excellent cost control for the facility.

CH2M HILL provides many hours of training for job, safety, and quality control aspects of operations and
management. CH2M HILL also supports associates’ efforts to obtain and hold State of Oregon certifications for
water and wastewater-related operations as required by State law. This includes compensation for training, travel,
and other related costs. This helps ensure improved associate retention and improves recruitment efforts in, what
has become, a highly competitive job market.

Cross training continues to be a top priority. In addition to onsite training, all staff also participate in numerous
other training. Training includes associates from Lebanon, Sweet Home, and Monroe. This training ensures that
operations continue uninterrupted during vacations and/or illnesses.

CH2M HILL continues rewarding individual and team accomplishments through the Rewards and Recognition
Program.

Safety Management Program

Safety is a fundamental approach to how we conduct business. We are recognized leaders in the field of
safety, and we apply this experience and knowledge for the benefit of the City, our associates, our subcontractors,
and the community. We always intend to provide our associates with a safe and healthful work environment and to
comply fully with all applicable federal, state, and local regulations regarding safe practices.

The safety of our associates, the communities we serve, and our environment are the three single most important considerations in the day-
to-day delivery of our services.

A proactive approach to identifying and addressing potential hazards is critical to the success of our Safety
Management Program (Exhibit 3). All associates are trained to look for and to report unsafe conditions and acts.
The Project Safety Team completes a monthly inspection and documents any unsafe conditions or acts, and CH2M
HILL specialists perform a quarterly walk-through of all facilities. Any hazards we identify as a result of these
efforts, either formal or informal, are mitigated immediately. We use our CMMS program to issue and track work
orders for hazards requiring repairs; in the interim, these areas are blocked using temporary means such as cones.
We make associates aware of hazards in our weekly tailgate sessions and daily morning meeting. In 2011, the
Dallas team was recognized by CH2M HILL for no lost time accidents.

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Water Distribution System

System Overview

The City of Dallas water distribution system delivers clean drinking water from the water treatment plant
to the population of Dallas. The system includes six reservoirs (two above ground, four below), three pump
stations, two pressure reducing valves, approx. 40 miles of pipe, and approx. 4500 service meters. In order to
safely provide an adequate, and continuous, quantity of water the system must be monitored, inspected,
disinfected, and serviced on a regular basis.

CH2M HILL provided the City of Dallas with the following services in order to operate and maintain the water
distribution system during the 2011-2012 contract year:

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Wastewater Treatment

Process Summary

Naturally occurring environmental bacteria are concentrated in an aerobic environment to break down
complex organic molecules in the waste stream. The mixture of wastewater and microorganisms is called activated
sludge or mixed liquor. Providing oxygen through mechanical aeration speeds up nature's cleaning process so that
treatment takes place in the plant and not in the stream.

Wastewater is collected from the collection system into the influent wet well. From there it is pumped to the
headworks with two 64.3hp pumps and, when necessary, one of two 177hp pumps during higher flows.

Trash and debris is screened from the wastewater at the headworks. Approximately two yards of screenings are
hauled to the Coffin Butte landfill weekly. Wastewater flows by gravity to the 1.52 MG Orbital oxidation ditch for
biological treatment.

There are four 200-hp mechanical aerators. These aerators provide mixing to keep the biological solids in
suspension and turbulence that drives atmospheric air into the liquid. The aerators are designed to deliver a
maximum of 0.75 Ib of oxygen per horsepower per hour (14,400 1b O,/day).

Effluent from the aeration basin flows to the center well where effluent cascades over weirs and flows beneath an
automated sluice gate to the two 1 MG secondary clarifiers. The automated sluice gate maintains the level of the
basin and is controlled manually at the gate or automatically at the SCADA system. The clarifiers are 105-ft in
diameter with a 16-foot sidewall depth and contain a rake arm to collect return solids (RAS) and a center sump to
waste solids (WAS).

Return activated sludge (RAS), which is concentrated biological solids from the bottom of the clarifiers, is pumped
back to the aeration basin outer channel or middle channel. The RAS flow is mixed with the influent for biological
process control.

Sludge is wasted from the WAS sumps to the aerobic digester to maintain a sludge inventory, which provides the
required treatment based on the process control strategy. The digested sludge in the aerobic digester is sent to the
old north aeration basin to settle and hold solids. Settled solids are pumped to an east or west humus pond for
decanting excess water and drying the solids during summer weather. Dried solids are removed from the humus
ponds in late summer and sent to the Coffin Butte Landfill located near Corvallis, Oregon. The excess water from
decanting is returned to the headworks for wastewater treatment processing and removal of high levels of ammonia.
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Wastewater Operations

CH2M HILL operates and maintains the City’s wastewater treatment plant (WWTP), which is located on
Bowersville Road. The City’s WWTP liquid train has preliminary treatment, secondary treatment (oxidation ditch),
secondary clarification, and U.V. disinfection. Rickreall Creek is the permitted receiving stream. The solids train
consists of aerobic digestion of septic waste and waste activated sludge, supernatant separation, and solids
conditioning. Digester supernatant and humus pond supernatant are returned to the liquid train through the in-plant
collection system lift station. Final disposal of the dried sludge cake is landfill.

Process Control Measures

Throughout the year CH2M HILL tracks various process parameters which help evaluate its effectiveness
and assist in adjustments to correct deficiencies. Energy usage is also tracked in order to increase energy efficiency
while still maintaining a high level of treatment.

Below is a graph, Exhibit 7, of the total treated flow of sewage (Effluent) versus the total amount of rainfall for that
contract year. This accurately portrays the relationship between rainfall and flow to the treatment plant.

Total Effluent Flow vs. Rainfall
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Large rainstorms pose a challenge to staff because it can wash abnormal objects and debris into the pumping
station, potentially damaging equipment and compromise the treatment process. Such was the case during the
rainstorm in January, earlier this year. Over the course of two days during the storm, the wastewater plant received
approximately 37MG (million gallons), reaching a maximum rate of approximately 21MGD (millions gallons/day).
Typical wet weather will lead to about 3-4MG. Staff worked diligently to monitor the treatment process and
equipment during the storm and also worked several hours overtime to correct issues resulting from the high flow.

As stated earlier, energy use is tracked in order to increase energy efficiency. Atop the following page, Exhibit 8
displays the average daily use of energy against the peak monthly demand during the contract year. High flows
from wet weather lead to high power usage due the increased pumping and UV disinfection.

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Once annually, the end waste product of the treatment plant must be hauled to Coffin Butte for proper disposal. The
end product, biosolids, tonnage is measured. Exhibit 9, on the next page, shows the tons of biosolids hauled out
from each contract year.

Maintenance and CMMS
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CH2M HILL emphasizes proper equipment and facility maintenance as part of our management approach. Our
maintenance program begins with a thorough audit and analysis of equipment condition, warranty status, and repair
records. We use data that we gather from the analysis to populate our CMMS and to establish baselines for ongoing
maintenance services site-wide. The CMMS serves as the key tool for guiding and tracking all onsite maintenance
activities as shown below in Exhibit 10.

CH2M HILL uses the information gathered through the CMMS to inform the City when a replacement cost versus
a major corrective repair should be considered. During weekly meetings with City staff, we discuss strategies for
repair and replacement and the development of the annual capital improvement.

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Maintenance Services and Activities
CH2M HILL classifies maintenance activities at the sites we manage into three major categories:

e Preventive Maintenance

Preventive maintenance (PM) is defined as those routine and/or repetitive activities required or recommended by
manufacturers and/or internal standards to maximize the service life and reliability of the equipment, vehicle,
facility, or any component thereof. Proper PM is the critical first line of defense against deterioration and failure.

e Predictive Maintenance

Under CH2M HILL’s predictive maintenance (PM) program, major electrical equipment is scheduled for testing
using infrared thermography equipment annually to confirm that components are in working order with no loose or
faulty connections. Readings are recorded in the CMMS. Additional PM activities include more detailed equipment
condition assessments, and vibration monitoring.

e Corrective Maintenance

Corrective Maintenance (CM) encompasses activities required for operational continuity, safety, and performance.
The status of CM work orders is maintained using the CMMS, and work is scheduled within groups of equipment
to save time and reduce labor costs.

It is critical for the City’s water supply
and allows the City to store water for the residents and businesses in the City. A negative impact

In 2009, the City Council approved a program to trap and transport Coho Salmon from below the
Dam, into Mercer Reservoir. The program is staffed by volunteers from The Rickreall Creek
Watershed Council. In consideration for allowing the program, the City Council requested that

BACKGROUND:

At the November 26, 2012, Administrative Committee meeting, the Committee directed staff to
draft a policy of spending for the Transient Occupancy Tax and bring it to the full Council for
adoption. City Council approved this recommendation at their December 3 meeting. That policy
has been drafted and is included as Exhibit A to Resolution No. 3258, attached.

The forecasted discretionary (30%) amount available in calendar year 2013 is $18,700. Should
receipts not meet the forecasted $18,700, there is a small contingency ($5,000) projected to be
available in the Transient Lodging Tax Trust Fund. The DACC/DAVC, following City Council
action on the policy, will be asked to prepare a work program for Council consideration on
February 4, 2013, via the Administrative Committee meeting on January 28. In future years, per
policy, this submittal will be presented in November and December.

Once City Council action on the work program has occurred, the City Attorney will prepare a
contract for services. The contract will include a clause stating that should City membership and
award sponsorship not be included as expenditures in the work program, the City will continue to
receive membership and recognition.

TITLE TRANSIENT LODGING TAX POLICY

PURPOSE To establish a process for directing transient lodging tax funds expenditures for
the City of Dallas.

REFERENCE

Dallas City Code (DCC) 7.870 establishes a transient lodging tax. Tax collections
are placed in the Transient Lodging Tax Trust fund and, consistent with DCC,
70% of the tax receipts are transferred quarterly to the Dallas Area Visitor’s
Center (DAVC) for tourism promotion or tourism-related facilities. DCC also
provides that 30% of the tax receipts may be used to fund city services. The 30%
tax receipts total approximately $18,400 (FY2012-13). This amount is similar to
the annual fixed and variable funding the City provides the DAVC and the
Chamber of Commerce (DACC) outside of the 70% direct allocation to the
DAVC.

POLICY
Tourism Promotion Allocation (70%) and Agreement

Seventy percent (70%) of the Transient Lodging Tax collections shall fund
tourism promotion or tourism related-facilities, as required by DCC 7.908. The
DAVC is the City’s designated tourism service agent and shall receive the 70%
tax collection distribution on a quarterly basis consistent with the “Transient Tax
Distribution Agreement (2012-14)” entered into by the City of Dallas and the
DAVC on June 18, 2012.

Discretionary Allocation (30%b)

The City has historically funded DAVC and DACC activities that are in addition
to the 70% allocation for the DAVC.

The City Council has determined that the best use of DAVC, DACC and City
time would be in reviewing and approving an annual DAVC/DACC-presented
work program associated with funding from the 30% discretionary allocation of
Transient Lodging Tax collections.

Discretionary Allocation Process

By November 1 of each year, the City Finance Director will forward to the
DAVC/DACC a forecast of anticipated available discretionary Transient Lodging
Tax receipts for the next calendar year. The estimate will be based upon the
current years’ tax collections.

Based on the forecast of available funds, the DAVC/DACC may submit a
recommended calendar year work program, accompanied by a report on the work
program and the use of Transient Lodging Tax funds distributed to DAVC/DACC
during the preceding year, to the Administrative Committee for their November
meeting review and recommendation to the City Council. City Council action on
the recommendation will occur at the first meeting in December, or as soon
thereafter as may be practical.

Distributions of funds to DAVC/DACC from the 30% discretionary allocation
approved by the City Council will be made quarterly, upon submission of and
approval by the Finance Department of a satisfactory invoice or request for
payment by DAVC/DACC. All distributions shall be subject to the collection and
availability of sufficient funds.

If, during the course of the year, there is a drop in transient tax collections, the
DAVC/DACC work program and funding will be subject to reduction so as to
match available funding.

Requests from outside agencies for City tourism related contributions will be
directed to the DAVC as the City’s designated tourism agent.

Consistent with the DCC, based upon the City’s financial condition, the City
Council may suspend funding the DAVC/DACC 30% discretionary allocation
work program. A decision to suspend will occur during the annual work program
review period (November & December), unless the City Council declares an
emergency, in which case funding may be suspended immediately.

DALLAS CIVIC CENTER

RULES FOR USE

These rules govern the use of the Dallas Civic Center (Civic Center).

1. The City Manager or the City Manager’s designee shall be responsible
for the management and supervision of the Civic Center, according to the terms
and conditions of these Rules for Use.

2. The Civic Center is available for use only by the City of Dallas, civic
organizations and nonprofit organizations.

3. Any civic or nonprofit organization desiring to use the Civic Center
must submit an application for use, which must address the following;:

(a) The name of the organization.

(b) The name, address, email address and phone number of the person or
persons representing the organization who will assume responsibility for any
damage to or loss of equipment, supplies or facilities and for compliance with
these Rules.

(c) The date and time the use is desired. For recurring (i.e., weekly or
monthly) use, the letter or application must state the recurring dates on which
the organization desires to use the Civic Center. No more than one year of
recurring dates may be requested or approved at any one time.

(d) The type of use to be made of the Civic Center.

(e) The estimated number of persons to be involved or in attendance.

(f) Whether or not the kitchen and dining facilities and equipment will be
used.

(g) What equipment, if any, will be brought into the Civic Center and for
what purpose.

Such application must be approved by the City Manager before any use of
the Civic Center will be permitted.

Civic Center Rules of Use (Adopted by Resolution 3259) Page 8 of 82
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4. The Civic Center is available for use only during business hours on
business days. It will not be available for evening or weekend use; provided,
that any events scheduled as of the date of adoption of these rules will be
honored. The City Manager may grant an exception to this provision and allow
use on evenings or weekends for good reason, subject to any special conditions,
fees, or limitations the City Manager may impose.

5. No alcohol is permitted to be served or consumed in the Civic Center.

6. Use of the kitchen and dining facilities and equipment will require
prior approval and such facilities and equipment will be left clean and in good
order and condition.

7. The fees for use of the Civic Center are as follows:

Single use events: $60 for two hours, plus $45 per hour for each additional
hour or partial hour over two hours, payable in advance. The City Manager may
waive or reduce the fee for good cause. Any waiver shall be in writing.

Recurring use events: $15 per meeting or event. Fees for recurring use
will be billed quarterly.

8. In addition to the fees provided, above, users must pay a deposit for
use of the Civic Center as follows:

Single use events: $100 refundable deposit. The deposit will be refunded
if these Rules have been complied with and if there is no damage to the Civic
Center or damage to or loss of any equipment or supplies. In the event of a
violation of these Rules, or if there is such damage or loss, the deposit may be
retained by the City in whole or in part. The deposit will not relieve the person
or persons making the application and paying the deposit from liability for the
full amount of any damage to the Civic Center or damage to or loss of any
equipment or supplies.

Recurring event use: The City Manager may require a $100 deposit under
the terms provided above, which may be held during the term of the recurring
use of the Civic Center. If the deposit, or any part of it, is applied to the repair or
restoration of any damage to the Civic Center or damage to or loss of any
equipment or supplies during the term of the recurring use, the City Manager
may require the user to restore the deposit to the full amount of $100.

9. In the case of a conflict in applications for a particular date and time of
use, recurring event users will have priority over single event users. Otherwise,

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the applicant filing the first application will be given preference, all other
conditions and considerations being equal.

10. The applicant for the use of the Civic Center and any organization
represented by the applicant will be liable to the City for all damage to the Civic
Center and all damage to or loss of any equipment or supplies resulting from the
use of the Civic Center, and shall defend, indemnify and hold the City of Dallas
and its officers, employees and agents harmless from and against any and all
claims, liabilities, losses, demands, damages or actions, of whatever form or
nature, for property damage, bodily injury or death, including attorney fees
incurred in defense thereof, arising from or relating in any way to the use of the
Civic Center.

11. The City Manager may require an applicant or organization
represented by the applicant to obtain and maintain during the term of the use
(including the recurring use) of the Civic Center a policy of general liability
insurance in an amount of not less than $1 million, which shall name the City of
Dallas as an additional insured. In that event, the applicant or organization shall
provide the City with a certificate of insurance, which must provide that the
insurance may not be cancelled or amended without at least 10 days’ notice to
the City.

12. No property of the City of Dallas may be removed from the Civic
Center at any time by any user.

13. Persons or groups using the Civic Center will leave the Civic Center in
good condition and repair. This includes leaving the premises clean, free from
garbage and debris, dishes, silverware and kitchen utensils washed and put
away, and all private property removed from the premises, unless the City
Manager has agreed to allow private property of a recurring event user to remain
at the Civic Center, in which case the City of Dallas will have no liability for any
loss of or damage to such private property.

Joe Koubek, 565 SE Mifflin, Dallas, OR, suggests the City review updating fees and after hours use of the
Civic Center. Mr. Koubek suggested implementing a no alcohol policy.

Civic Center Rental Policy

Mr. Locke reviewed his staff report. He indicated he wanted to get a consensus from the committee that
the latest rules were on track so he could review the old resolutions and replace them with a single resolu-
tion. Mr. Locke discussed the security issues of renting the Civic Center during non-business hours, noting
groups had access to virtually every part of City Hall. He stated if the committee came to a consensus that
this was how they wanted to proceed, he would bring back a report and draft policy to the full Council.

Councilor Jones asked if an after-hours fee could be implemented to offset the cost of a part time
employee.

Mr. Locke stated one issue was the City didn’t want to compete with the local venues in town and he
didn’t believe it would generate additional revenue. Mr. Locke also pointed out that there was a room to
rent at the Aquatic Center that was staffed and didn’t have the security issues.

Council President Scroggin stated he was concerned about the security and a policy needed to be drafted
and presented to the Council.

It was moved by Councilor Jones to direct the City Attorney to draft a policy for consideration by the
council to implement the proposal contained in the staff report and repeal all other resolutions relating to
the use and charges for the Civic Center. The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

Community Development/Operation Director Report

Mr. Locke reported that leaf pick up was going well. He noted a small problem with water backup due to
heavy rain the previous week, adding the crews did well responding to the issues.

Mr. Locke stated the Building division was working on plan reviews for the City of Woodburn at $100 an
hour. They have completed 8, and should have 24 or 25 to do in the future.

Mr. Locke reported staff got quotes for the new heat pump system at the Carnegie Building. He noted up-
on further consideration, they were looking at changing the approach because a heat pump would require
ugly pipes on the outside of the building.

Re: Use of Civic Center

The rules of use and the fees for the Dallas Civic Center are currently contained in
about 5 different documents, including Resolutions of the Council, Administrative
policies, and memos from myself and the former city manager. Staff is proposing
that this issue be cleaned up and put in a single Resolution that encompasses all of
the previous actions in order to clarify and simplify the process.

The outline of this would look something like this:

The Civic Center is only available for City business, civic groups, and non-profit
organizations.

The Civic Center is available Monday-Friday during business hours only, no
weekends or holidays. (Any currently scheduled events would be honored, but no
new reservations would be taken for those times unless expressly approved by the
City Manager with good reason)

No alcohol is permitted.

Use of the kitchen facility will require prior approval, and shall be left in good
condition.
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The fees would be as follows:

Recurring meetings (ie: Chamber and Rotary) $15/regular meeting
Single meeting  $60 for 2 hour period + $50 deposit
City business No charge

The Civic Center rent revenue is budgeted at $3000 for the fiscal year and, as of
October 31, we have received only $355.

The reasons for this approach are:

1) Staffing. There is no one available to lock and unlock the room on weekends and
holidays, as well as set-up and break down the room. (We have had and honored
a few requests for use on the weekends and on holidays due to administrative
mix-ups or direction by the City Manager.)

2) Security. There is no way to contain people in the Civic Center, and they
basically have free run of a good portion of the building with no supervision
present.

3) Competition. There are private venues that could and should be rented by
groups seeking space. In addition, the Dallas Readiness Center will be able to
accommodate some users as well.

Action Requested: Direct the City Attorney to prepare a Resolution for
consideration by the full Council that implements the proposal contained in
this memo (or adopt a Council Policy that does the same) and repeals all other
Resolutions relating to the use and charges for the Civic Center.

Mr. Jordan pointed out that there are other groups that would be
glad to loan the City money, but in this instance, being a part of a pool would save the City mon-

ey.

Mr. Lamb moved to authorize further study into refunding the City’s unfunded liability. The mo-
tion was duly seconded and carried unanimously.

Limiting Use of the Civic Center to Public, Non-profit Groups.

Mr. Jordan reminded them that he previously has discussed limiting use of the Civic Center. He
explained that the City has no custodian on duty on the weekends. He added that we don’t rent
the facility on Sundays. He pointed out that there have been only seven or eight private uses in
the past year, and half of those were City employees. He said he thought the other private uses
were because of the low cost to use it. He indicated that one recent weekend use resulted in
some vandalism to other areas of City Hall, although it would be difficult to prove it was some-
one from the Civic Center. He explained that there are plenty of other private places to rent, in-
cluding the new event center being built on Main Street. He added that the City would provide a
list of available spaces for private uses. He noted that last year, there were 133 uses by the City
and civic groups, which would continue. He indicated that there are no private uses scheduled at
this time. Mr. Marshall asked how much income was received from the private uses. Mr. Jordan
answered that it was $1,700 for the past year. He indicated that the City probably subsidizes 80%
of the staff costs for the Civic Center. He noted that a lot of the private users are from outside of
the community. Mr. Lamb said he saw this as moving to the next stage, and it might encourage
people who want a new Civic Center to take some action. Brian Dalton remarked that there are
private operations developing now, and the City would be competing with the private sector,
which it prefers not to do. He noted that there are also the Aquatic Center meeting rooms that are
not fully utilized. Mr. Lamb remarked that the City has to let even the non-profit and civic
groups know that this room will not be available forever. Chair Wilson asked when the new fa-
cilities will be available. Mr. Dalton answered that he was not sure, but they are being worked
on. Mr. Jordan said they would probably be available within a few months. He added that there
are other facilities available around town that weren’t available when the Civic Center was first
built. In response to a question, Mr. Jordan said he would recommend continuing to allow some
Saturday uses, but Sundays would not be available. Mr. Lamb asked when the remodeling would
be done for the additional police office space. Mr. Jordan answered that they are looking at
doing it in July and August. In response to a question, Mr. Jordan indicated that the remodeling
plans at this time do not involve the Civic Center.

Mr. Dalton moved to recommend that the Civic Center be available use for by civic or non-profit

groups only, from Monday through Saturday. The motion was duly seconded and carried un-

Mr. Jordan explained there has
not been Sunday use, and this would remove all use that is not non-profit use. Mayor Fairchild
announced the public will be given the opportunity to speak at the presentation of the Resolution.

follows:

(2)  Security deposit: $100 if alcoholic beverages will not be served
and $500 if alcoholic beverages will be served. The City
Manager may require proof of liability insurance covering the

City, in a manner and in an amount set by the City Manager,
if alcoholic beverages will be served.

(b)  Foraperiod of time any portion of which is outside the times set forth
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in 2(a) herein:

(1)  Rent: $150 without use of the kitchen and $200 with use of the
kitchen.

(2)  Security deposit: $100 if alcoholic beverages will not be served
and $500 if alcoholic beverages will be served.” The City
Manager may require proof of liability insurance covering the
City, in a manner and in an amount set by the City Manager,
if alcoholic beverages will be served.”

Section 3. The above rental rates are for not more than 8 hours. The rent for each
additional hour, or part thereof, shall be prorated.

Section4.  Paragraph 4 of the "Rules Relating to the Use of City Hall Assembly
Room", which are attached to Resolution No. 2026, adopted by the City Council and
approved by the Mayor on March 1, 1976, as amended by Resolution No. 2596, adopted
by the City Council and approved by the Mayor on July 18, 1994, and as amended by
Resolution No. 2639, adopted by the City Council and approved by the Mayor on March
18,1996, is hereby further amended by deleting that paragraph and inserting in lieu thereof
the following: '

"4, Persons or groups making application for the use of said room and
related facilities shall pay a fee at the time the application is filed inan
amount to be set by separate Resolution of the City Council."

Section5.  Paragraph 5 of said "Rules Relating to the Use of City Hall Assembly
